We believe that some families wait until this 

time to complete the application; however we would ask 

that anybody who thinks they might be entitled applies in 

Reception so that the school can receive funding for the 

children as soon as they start full time school.

*If they are too unwell to attend school, they should 

stay at home, but there is still no requirement to test; 

*If a test is done and there is a positive result, they 

should stay at home for three days; 

*COVID absence does affect attendance.
